1. Water lines must be completely flushed before use, to avoid debris & clogs in your water system
leading to reduction of water flow and mal-functioning.

2. Warranty is void if water lines are not flushed prior to use and installation of the new faucet.

3. Use of abrasives of any strength may damage the finish of the faucet and void the product
warranty.

4. Do not over tighten your faucet on the countertop during installation. The valve assembly is
tested to meet the standards set by ASME A112.18.1 sec 5.8 which is listed at 100 LBF.
However, over-tightened or over-torqued nuts may lead to cracks on the valve and will
eventually lead to leaking and water damage.

5. Before installation of the faucet to the desired fixture, you need to secure and anchor your
console, sink, tub, or vanity cabinet firmly to the wall and to the floor. To ensure your fixture or
faucet mounting surface cannot be moved, before installation of the faucet, please test to see
if the cabinet or vanity can be moved by hand or body weight. If the faucet mounting fixture is
not secure and anchored, it will eventually crack the valve and cause leaking leading to property
damage. In order to avoid this, be sure to secure your installation surface. Do not use any Power
Tools for assembly and installation which can cause internal fractures to the fixture.

o Verify the center to center of your faucet and rough in your

supply lines

accordingly, flush lines to clear any debris left in the line.
o Allow a 6" minimum clearance below the floor to allow sufficient

space

for attachment of the supply lines to the intended stub out.

o Drill 1" holes at the rough in location.

Installation Steps:

. Insert horizontal bracket into the bottom of the 2 top risers,

slide up to the desired level and tighten screws, insert flange
on bottom risers.

. Apply Teflon tape to both ends of the top riser as well as to

the top portion of the lower riser.

. Thread shut-off valve to bottom of top riser and to top portion

of lower riser, make sure that the handles on the shut-off
valve point in the same direction.

. Thread locknut to the top of the bottom threads of the lower

riser and insert through the pre-drilled holes on the floor.

. Insert rubber washer and metal washer on the bottom riser,

thread locknut and secure both supply lines from below the
floor.

. If your inlet supplies stub-outs are 3/4" apply Teflon tape and

thread your intended water supplies, if your inlet supply
stub-outs are 1/2" apply Teflon tape to the bottom of lower
riser and thread 1/2" adapter (included) apply Teflon tape to
1/2" threads on adapter and thread on your supply stub out.

. From above the floor apply a bead of silicon based caulking

to the bottom of the flange and press to the floor to form a
water proof barrier.

. While holding a bucket at the outlet of the supply lines, open

each valve and let water run for 30 seconds, check for leaks.

Reshaping, bending or altering supply line or use of nuts or washers not supplied with this
kit will void your warranty.

Please do not pull or lean on the faucet once it has been installed, this may bend or pull the
supply line which may cause a leak resulting in possible water damage.
